Who can become a Peer-Educator?

The pedagogical work of Understanding Europe is implemented by Peer
Educators. As a Peer Educator, you will be training local volunteers who
want to become Trainers and thus ensure that newly committed people can
become part of the project. Good news is: we are looking for motivated
young people who would like to join our team of UE Peer Educators for the
term September 2022 - August 2023. All UE Peer Educators are trained during
our European Summer School, taking place from 01.09-04.09 in Oer-
Erkenschwick (Germany).

If you are not sure yet whether you should apply, check the following
questions and see if you can relate to most of them:

e Are you between 18 and 28 years old and do you live in Europe?

e Are/were you a UE trainer or do you have other experience with
(non-formal) youth- or community work, or civic education?

e Are you interested in discussing topics like how democratic
processes can be experienced in the classroom and how diversity-
oriented and inclusive education should look like?

e Are you motivated to deliver interactive trainings for trainers
(T4Ts) in your country and/or to travel to other countries to hold
T4Ts?

e Are you ready to co-develop training modules or update/create
educational material?

e Do you speak, read, and understand English on a B2 level? Are you
available for the European Summer School 2021 & a digital diversity-
training in autumn?

e Can you commit to holding at least one T4T & are you interested to
engage with the network throughout the year?

Moreover, you will have the
pleasure to attend a keynote speech by Magid Magid, a politician and
activist, who has founded the Union of Justice - an organisation which is
dedicated to racial justice and climate justice. There will also be plenty of
time to exchange, discuss and co-create the European Summer School
together - we are looking forward to your input!

We will of course follow a thorough hygiene plan to make the event as safe
as possible to attend. We will support you with regards to any visa
applications or other travel barriers.

The deadline for applications is the 7th of July 2022, 23:59 CEST.
Please apply only via this link.

You will hear from us about your application latest by the 18th of July.
We welcome applications from all young people, regardless of
nationality, residence status, religion, class, gender, sexual orientation,
or disability. As a positive measure against socially existing
disadvantages (§5 Allgemeines Gleichbehandlungsgesetz), we particularly
welcome applications from Black people, people of colour, people with
experience of racism or discrimination and/or applicants with a history of
flight or family migration.

You are already an UE Peer Educator and you would like to continue? That is
great - we would be very happy if you join for another year! Please register
via the same application-link and follow the application for experienced
Peer Educators. Please be aware that we expect you to participate at the
European Summer School 2022.

All costs (travel (including possible Covid-19 tests), visa applications, food,
and accommodation) for the European Summer School as well as for T4Ts,
trainings or other UE events will be covered by the project.
